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Our core text for Writing in Autumn 1 is

e Children will be writing a range of fiction and
non-fiction this term including descriptive recounts
and non-chronological writing.

e Children will explore the text and characters through
drama, role play, hot seating and extended writing.

e Children will also create soundscapes and dive
deep into the theme of the book, understanding
character behaviour and motive.

e Children will study grammar in depth which include
correct tenses, inverted commas, apostrophes and
the use of commas after fronted adverbials.




Mathematics

In Maths, we follow a mastery approach to support children in becoming confident
mathematicians and to improve their fluency in Maths.

This term we will be teaching :
Place Value & Addition and Subtraction

Our approach to teaching Maths:

- The Concrete, Pictorial, Abstract progression — how to use concrete materials and pictorial
representation to develop students’ understanding of the increasingly abstract ideas they meet
in secondary mathematics

» Mathematical talk and questioning — how simple but effective techniques can be embedded
into the maths classroom

* Reasoning and Problem Solving — how teachers can weave these elements of the national
curriculum into their everyday teaching so that all learners are challenged and supported

* Thinking Through Variation — how to vary concepts and to design and use questions that
leads to intelligent practice, enabling students to have a secure understanding of their learning.
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Each day we will also focus on times tables, ensuring that these are embedded.
This is to support children

for when they sit the statutory Multiplication Tables Check (MTC).

This is a government test for all Year 4 to determine whether pupils can recall
their times tables fluently, which is essential for future success in mathematics.

Science

This term in Science, children will explore circuits and learn how they are
represented in diagrams. They observe and record findings in a variety of
ways including tables, diagrams, drawings and bar charts.

Children will explore circuits by handling wires, batteries and bulbs safely,
creating different circuits.

Children will set up investigations and report on their findings. They will
begin to understand relationships in a circuit and also, explore switches
and their functions.

Children will compare and contrast a variety of circuits, make predictions
and write conclusions based on their findings. - o




Geography

This half term, children will learn how to
locate and name the countries and
major cities in Europe (including the
location of Russia).

Children will be taught how to Identify
the geographical similarities and
differences through studying the human
and physical geography of a small
coastal area of the United Kingdom,
and of a small area in a contrasting
European country.
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As designers, children are encouraged to think and work creatively. In D&T, they will

have opportunities to work independently as well as collaboratively, working with a
range of resources.

The DT for this term will be food technology. Children will explore a range of ways to

eat healthier and will be designing, making and evaluating couscous salads, which
will be presented as a 'Healthy Cafe'.

Aum: The sacred symbol and sound representing the ultimate, the most
sacred of Hindu words. This sound (sometimes written as ‘Om’) is often used
in worship and meditation during which it might be chanted. It is usually
shown in the form of Sanskrit writing. If you visit a Mandir, you will often find
a sign saying ‘Aum’ inside and outside the temple

Symbols/Images/artefacts Important people/places/artefacts

Ganesha: (Ganesh) The elephant-headed God who is much loved within the
Hindu tradition. Most Hindus will have a representation of him on the
entrance to their homes because he is believed to remove obstacles and
make new pathways easy. He helps to find resolutions, open things up.
Mandir/Hindu temple: Place where some Hindu people go daily or weekly
for puja/prayers

An Icon of the sacred image or deity used as a focus of worship.
Prasad: Something material — usually food, but sometimes flowers, water or

Learning how to make good choices and how to stay safe online is a very importa “Aning ot
growing up in the web-driven world we live in. At Lathom we encourage the responsible use of
ICT, and follow agreed policies to minimise potential online safety risks. Children are educated
so that they know there are risks associated with the use of technology. They are given
strategies and processes to follow should they ever encounter these risks. We encourage and
educate children to use technology in a positive and constructive way, treating others with the
same care and respect as they would like to be treated themselves. Online safety is taught as
part of the computing curriculum.

As a parent or carer you play a key role in helping your child to stay safe online. You don’t
need to be an expert on the internet to help keep your child stay safe online. Have ongoing
conversatlons with your children about staying safe online:

Only allow children to use devices in the same room as an adult

Carry out spot checks on the devices that your children use, looking at images, videos,

and social media

Be aware of websites and app age limits

Use safety tools on social networks and other online services, e.g. Privacy settings
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PE - Physical Education

PE is part of the National Curriculum, therefore it is important that your child
brings the correct PE kit to school on the day they have PE.

A PE kit should consist of:
a white top
navy-blue joggers
pair of trainers
